The Moonlighters have been making people swoon to their urban lullabies since 

their debut in 1998. The band features the jazz-tinged vocals of Miss Bliss 

Blood, who swings the band on ukulele, harmonizing with the sweet sultry voice 

of Carla Murray. The Village Voice described the band as "Like something 

out of a 1940's sarong flick. A couple of Technicolor young ladies harmonizing sweetly and strumming along on uke and guitar, a gregarious bass player, and this quiet fellow who plays the most beautiful steel guitar you're ever likely to hear."
